This is a 7-year program recently enacted by the state of California to reduce class size as it relates
to teacher:student ratios in grades 4-12. Of the 22 schools in the district that qualify for program
funding, 10 will receive monies to install portable classrooms on each campus to meet the 25-27
students per classroom capacity requirement. Design and pre-construction activities started in

October 2007. Construction is to start mid 2008 and be completed by Fall 2008.

Attendance Boundary Changes

As a result of the opening of two new elementary schools in 2008-2009 school
year, the District, working with its Facilities Management Division, the Five Year Housing
Committee and the Board of Education, have proposed attendance boundary changes at
the elementary and middle schools levels. Community meetings are being held to gather

input from district parents in deciding which school their child(ren) will attend.

These changes in attendance boundaries at 2 middle schools and 7 elementary

schools are based on safe routes to school, local neighborhood demographics, reducing
transportation costs, reducing capping, and accounting for future growth. In support

of the District’s goal to have all students attending schools on a traditional 9-month
school instruction calendar, the proposed boundary changes is the interim step to

reduce these schools from year-round, multi-track to year-round, single track school
year. Future plans to construct eight more new campuses, currently in design, is the

last phase of the Facilities Capital Improvement Program that would allow the District to

California Environmental Quality Act Requirements

As part of the due diligence process for planning, locating and designing new school facilities, requirements
for the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) must be met. CEQA mandates public agencies

to review the environmental impacts of proposed projects, to prepare and review environmental
impact reports (EIRs), negative declarations, and mitigated negative declarations, and to
consider feasible alternatives and mitigation measures that would substantially reduce

significant adverse environmental effects.

To this end, a scoping meeting was held for Wilson II in early 2007. A recent public
hearing in January 2008 was held to receive comments on the draft environmental
impact report (EIR) for this project. Numerous comments were received from the
public at both hearings which were formally advertised in conjunction with several

thousand notices sent home with students and mailed to affected homeowners.

For the Lincoln II Elementary School site, public hearing to receive comments on
the draft EIR is scheduled for February 2008. A public hearing before the Board of
Education will be scheduled for each project to approve the final EIR.

A mitigated negative declaration has been prepared and distributed to the required review
agencies for the Little Mountain ES, Middle College HS and Roosevelt IT ES projects. A public

hearing before the Board of Education will be scheduled for each project. Mitigated negative declarations will
